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Opening Prayer to open the sesston. For example:

“Dear God, thank yvou for btinging us together to learn more about you this morning, Please help
us to learn from yout words and follow in your footsteps. Amen.”

Bible Story:

Tell the story of Jesus healing the blind man from Mark 10:46-52. You can use a
children’s bible to tell the story ot just tell it in such a way that this age group can
understand.

Drama:

Have the children get into pairs and act this story out. Have them take turns playing the role of
Jesus and the blind man.

Discussion:

Ask the children why Jesus healed the blind man. Ask them if jesus loves everyone as much as he
loved the blind man.

Discussion:

Ask the children how they show love to their family. Brainstorm with them on other ways that they
can show love to their friends and famuly.

Activity:

Grve the children paper and crayons or markers. Ilave them make a valenune type card. On their
card have them write, “Jesus loves me.”

Closing Prayer to thank God for His and Jesus’ love. For example:

“Dear God, thank you for helping us learn mote about Jesus today. Thank you so much for loving
us. Thank you also for Jesus’ love. Please help us to love others like you love us. Keep us safe in
your care. .\men.”

Opening Prayer to open the session. For example:

“Dear God, thank you for bringing us together to learn mote about your words. Please help us to
follow 1n your footsteps and become closer to you. AAmen”

Discussion:

Ask the students what they think faith is.

Bible Story:

Have several students read Mark 10: 46-52 out loud until the passage has been read.
Drama:

Have the students get into pairs. Have cach pair take on the roles of Jesus and the bhind
man from the story and act out the story. Have them switch roles so that each has a turn playing
Jesus and the bhind man.

Discussion:

Ask the students why Jesus healed the blind man. Ask them if Jesus loves all of us like He loved
the blind man.
